	Chair’s Report
Alison read out her report – see copy attached.

	Treasurer’s Report and 2024/25 Accounts  

Keith handed out copies of the accounts for the year ending 31st March and went through them.   
He said there was £50 cash in hand at the end of the previous year and £16,709.31 in JoyCare’s savings account.  The Barclays current account had £4,615.36 and the total assets were £21,374.67.
The minibus rental has raised £682 and we have had donations amounting to £645.  Keith said due to Elaine’s hard work and effort we had been given grants totalling £4,170.  With gift aid of £300.86 and interest of £104.23, the total income is £5,902.09. 

Keith went through the expenditure for the year and said the biggest cost is the minibus at £2,785.50 which is basically insurance and MOT expenses.  However, the grants received have helped.  The total expenditure for the year stands at £6,375.52, giving a net loss for the year of £473.43.
The grants received have come from Herts County Council Fund for winter celebrations which went towards the Christmas lunch.  We received £250 from David Barnard and £870 from the North Herts District Council Community Fund, which has only partially been spent.  We also received £2,650 from the Herts Community Foundation Fund which is yet to be spent.  
Bren Timson asked if there were time limits on the spending of the grants and Keith explained we have to spend the last two grants by 31st December.

	Election of Trustees  

Alison said the present trustees have all indicated their willingness to stand again apart from  Leila Lauder.  Leila has been a trustee right from the start and Alison thanked her for all she had done for JoyCare.  Leila was presented with some flowers.  There were no other nominations and the present trustees were duly re-elected.

	Election of Officers (Chair, Vice Chair, Secretary and Treasurer)  

Alison asked if the present trustees were willing to continue and asked for a proposer and seconder.

Pam was proposed as Vice Chair by Margaret Craig and seconded by Penny Picken
Keith was proposed as Treasurer by Ann Langley and seconded by Margaret James 

Elaine was proposed as Secretary by Diane Hallett and seconded by Mel Cole

Derek Jarrett thanked Margaret James for all her hard work on organising the lunches and said she had done a wonderful job.  He hoped someone would be willing to take it on.

	Suggestions and Questions from the floor 

Alison said Christine Gammell had wanted to ask a question but had been unable to attend the meeting.  The question was should the minibus be advertised more and she had suggested doing a leaflet drop.  Elaine had written to her to say that we have to restrict the use by others under the Section 19 permit and also availability of our small team of volunteer drivers.   However, we have offered it to support other village events.

Keith commented that it is primarily an insurance issue as we are only covered for activities run by JoyCare.
Alison said there are a couple of events coming up, the first being an Armed Forces Day at the end of June.  The minibus will be available to run people down to the Rec with pick up between 5.30 and 6.00pm with an 8.30-9.00pm return.  If anyone is interested they were asked to let either Mandy, Elaine or Keith know.

Sally Lake said there will be a free concert at St Mary’s on Sunday afternoon at 3.00pm to commemorate VE Day.  Although the concert is free, donations will be asked for on the way out. 

Leila asked who paid for the flowers on the tables and Alison said they were from Sally Lake and the flowers for Leila were from JoyCare.
